Conference aim

The main aim of the conference was to develop a dialogue between participants of academic environment concerning the intensification of processes of higher education internationalization developed on the strategic approaches, quality of education and modern technologies. 

Official conference languages were Ukrainian, Russian, and English.

The international conference EIE was focused specifically on the issues devoted to the development of internationalization in universities by their implementation of international strategies and tools as well as introduction of the concept of education virtual internationalization developed within the project TEMPUS “E-Internationalization for Collaborative Learning”.

The Conference was conducted according to the program, which can be found in the 

Annex 1.
More than 100 participants (List of participants – Annex 2) visited this conference and had the possibility to hear the reports devoted to the ways of internationalization of higher education and get acquainted with the developed Concept of Virtual Internationalization of Higher Education of Ukraine.
During the plenary meeting the following reports were presented:

1. Fedir Kozak (IFNTUOG, Ukraine) – greeted all conference participants and told about modern tendencies of collaboration development in education sphere with the application of modern technologies. He also expressed a wish to organize such events more often having the aim to inform students and teaching staff about the possibilities of collaboration development in different educational areas. 
2. Olga Kotova (Ministry of Education and Science of Ukraine) – devoted her report to the analysis and general overview of the state of educational process internationalization in Ukraine.
3. Andreas Pester (CUAS, Austria) – presented a report related to Bologna process and internationalization of educational process in Austria. He pointed out the main elements of Bologna system, mobility of the teaching and students’ staff, ways of national support of mobility programs and offered possible directions of program development. 
4. Viktor Kravets (NTU “KhPI”, Ukraine) – devoted his report to the general overview of the main directions of E-internationalization applied in NTU “KhPI”, drawing attention to the obstacles faced and ways of overcoming them. He presented the examples of the most successful experience in the field of E-internationalization. 
5. Stepan Chekhovskyy (IFNTUOG, Ukraine) – reported about the application of E-internationalization process in IFNTUOG. He touched upon the question of distance-learning of technical sciences, paying peculiar attention to the development of practicum. Besides, there were described the pros and cons of Moodle application. 
6. Taras Danko (NTU “KhPI”, Ukraine) – presented the Concept of virtual internationalization of higher education in Ukraine including the description of its aim, objectives and methods. The report covered the following points:

· model of virtual internationalization of education;

· instruments of virtual internationalization of higher education;

· platform to support this internationalization process;

· examples of virtual internationalization of educational activity in Ukraine. 
7. Thrasyvoulos Tsiatsos (Aristotle University of Thessaloniki, Greece) – presented a report about 3D collaborative virtual learning environments . His report included:

· the demonstration of the 3D models for conducting of virtual classes;

·  methods for introduction of virtual learning;

· analysis of the most effective ways to attract both students ands teachers to the effective usage of the method of visualization models;

· methods of application of these models in the teaching process.
8. Andrey Alexankov (St. Petersburg State Polytechnical University, Russia)  - presented the Concept of virtual internationalization of higher education in Russia including the analysis and state of  this process. 
9. Marko Ivanišin (University of Maribor, Slovenia) – reported about E-education in educational institutions including the analysis of obstacles and their solutions. He also proposed his vision of the virtual courses that should be conducted within the project.
Section reports were presented according to the following workshops within the below-mentioned themes:
1. Internationalization of the teaching process

· Tendencies of internationalization of teaching process;

· Strategy of higher educational establishments in the internationalization process of education;

· Implementation of modern information technologies for the internationalization of teaching process;

· Distance learning and its influence on the internationalization of teaching process;

· Collaborative learning as an effective way of teaching process internationalization;

· Quality analysis of the internationalization of teaching process;

· Appropriateness of the implementation of collaborative courses.

2. Mobility of the students, academicians and administration

· Development on inter-university cooperation for mobility improvement;

· Ukrainian, Russian and European experience in creation of conditions for students’mobility;

· The best practices of the development of mobility mechanisms;

· Improvement of work efficiency at university via mobility of academicians and administration with the help of different e-tools and information technologies.

3. Strategy of the collaborative learning: methods and tools  
· Technical and organizational problems of the implementation of collaborative learning;

· Platforms, environments and authoring tools;

· Implementation of Web 2.0 tools  and E-learning 2.0 tools in educational process;

· Real experience and pilot projects.
